¥a Vestry/Bishop's Committee

> Proposals for 2009 must be
received by June 1. Proposals
will be reviewed by the OWOC
commission at its June meeting.

> Local proposals should include
some additional local funding.

> Projects with a tie to the
proposer will receive priority.

One World One Church Commission
shall oversee the allocation of
funds with regular reports to the
Diocesan Board and an annual
summary included in the report to
the Diocesan Convention.

The economic relationship promotes
mutuality of benefits

O Respect:
Local peoples and realities are valued

¢ Empowerment:
The economic relationship values
mutuality of process

O Oneness with creation:
Sensitivity to, and responsibility for,
the environment

¢ Distributive Justice:

Economic impact of the relationship
contributes to the well-being of a
significant number of people; does not
promote inequities

O People-centered development:
Beneficiaries set priorities and
conditions. Maximum use is made of
local resources; applied technologies
are appropriate for the setting
